81,35,525/- has been charged off to Income & Expenditure Account during the FY 21-22 and FY
22-23 respectively and the remaining amount of Rs. 2,28,05.802/- is yet to be adjusted as on 31%
March 2023. ;

Our opinion is not modified in respect of these matters.

Since no positive response has been received for realization of the same for prolonged period
a 20% provision has been taken so that throughout the period of 5 years, the amount
receivable will be provided full. An amount of Rs. 9.97 Lakhs has been provided as on 31%
March, 2023. :

7. RECEIVABLE FROM INCOME ACCRUED :

Since there has been no movement of a significant portion of the above receivable for
prolonged period and chances of recovery is remote, provision is being made against Rs.
51.43 lakh so that the entire amount is provided for over a period of 5 years. An amount of
Rs. 24.58 lakhs has been provided as on 31* March, 2023 and the remaining balance will be
written off in next 3 years.

8. UNADJUSTED OLD ADVANCES :

Since the amount of Rs. 34.17 lakhs lying outstanding for more than 11 years and chances of
recovery of the same is remote, an amount of Rs. 31.61 Lakhs has been provided as on 31

March, 2023 and the remaining balance will be written off in FY 2023-24.
